Since 1993, Operation Christmas Child shoeboxes have delighted over 135 million children and 

opened doors for the Gospel in some of the most remote places on earth.  It is a terrific way to get 

your student involved in giving around the world!  Every gift is an opportunity for the Gospel.  

Many boys and girls get Christmas presents for the very first time in their lives.   

It’s very simple...get a shoebox for a boy or girl (affix boy/girl label).  Use an empty cardboard or 

plastic shoebox (average size).  You can wrap the box and lid separately if you prefer.  Include a 

“wow” toy such as a doll, soccer ball with pump, or stuffed animal.  Add other fun toys, hygiene 

items, and school supplies.  Most importantly, pray for the child who will receive your gift.  Be sure 

to include $7 in an envelope in the box, this is mandatory.  Bring the shoebox to school no later 

than November 21st.  More information will be coming home to you.
